Like my father
and his father
before him |
Jjwas born in
"I Angaston in the
beautiful
Barossa Valley.
| came into this

world on the
30th of May, 1940 at the Angaston and
District Hospital the youngest of three
children. My elder siblings being a
sister, Helen, and brother, Bill.

My mother was born in
England and migrated to Australia with
her family in 1922 at the age of thirteen.
They came to Australia as my
grandfather was unwell and his doctor
recommended they look for a warmer
climate. After living on the west coast of
South Australia the family moved to
Adelaide then my mother followed her
sister who was living in Angaston. There
she met my father and they were
married in 1935.

My parents were orchardists
who also ran some sheep and cows so
we were required to help around the
property by getting the cows in for
milking etc. Christmas holidays were
spent picking and cutting apricots. Very
exciting!!!! It was just after the end of the
war and times were tough so everyone
had to pitch in.

At the age of five | started my
schooling at the Angaston Primary
School. My secondary education was at
the Nuriootpa High School which |
attended for three years. Study was not
my forte as a result | was only an
average student but | did enjoy my sport
and was a member of the High School
football and athletics teams. My only
claim to fame in the athletics team was
the 440 yards (now 400 metres) race
where | held the High School record. |
also won that race in the inter-high
school competition against Gawler and
Birdwood High Schools.

At the end of 1955, my third year
at High School, the local branch of The
Bank of Adelaide were looking for new
staff, so not knowing what | wanted to do
as a career, | fronted for an interview
with the local Branch Manager and was
successful in getting a job. So started my
banking career.

I commenced work as a junior
clerk on the 19" January, 1956, and after
twelve month’s probation | was accepted
as a full time employee. While at that
Branch | was promoted to ledger keeper
then agency clerk. After nearly seven
years at Angaston | was placed on the
relieving staff followed by appointments
at Swan Reach on the River Murray and
Coonalpyn in the upper south east of
South Australia.

It was while | was at Coonalpyn
that a school teacher by the name of Pat
Taylor, fresh out of Teachers College,
was appointed to the local school. In a
small country town like Coonalpyn
teachers, bank clerks and stock agents
all boarded at the same place so it was
here that we got to know each other.

As Pat's father was the
Postmaster at Tailem Bend, Pat and |
were married there on the 20" January,
1968 and, as | was transferred to
Adelaide we moved there. After renting
for twelve months we decided to
purchase our own home at Rostrevor just
over the road from Morialta Conservation
Park as this was as near as country as |
could get. We are still living there.

On moving to Adelaide Pat
decided not to continue her teaching but
when our children started school she
spent many years running the Toy Library
at the local primary school which she
enjoyed. She then managed the canteen
at the Morialta High School for several
years. Being such a big school this was
quite a challenge.

Appointments at Kilkenny and
then various departments in Head Office

followed. At this time the Bank was
making preparations to computerize its
account keeping data so a new
department was set up. Another staff
member and | were transferred into this
new department to supervise the data
entry. This was exciting as we were the
first staff appointed to this department.
We were required to work on a shift
basis: one week early, one week late.
Each shift was staffed by about 20 girls.

As this was new technology,
and we were all learning, there were a
lot of teething problems to start off with.
As a result many late nights, odd hours
and being called in to work in the early
hours of the morning were experienced.
The problems were eventually solved
and all branches were brought on to the
network.

On the merger of The Bank of
Adelaide and the ANZ Bank the network
was closed down as branches were
brought into the ANZ system. | was
supervising when the last branch was
transferred. | was the last person out of
the department switching off the lights
when [ left.

I was then transferred
Esanda where | held the position of
Registrar for South Australia dealing

with people’s investments. Other
appointments within Esanda followed
and, following a decision to transfer the
majority of the work to Melbourne, | and
most of the staff, were made redundant.




| finished work on the 1% August, 1997. has always been involved in serving the
community and in church life. |1 had
previously been involved with the
church youth group, Rural Youth and

Jaycees.

and is planning his wedding to Kathleen
(Kat) on the 24™ November this year.
Rebecca and lan have given us two

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I was born in 1940 at Tully in
far north Queensland renowned for
having the highest total annual rainfall in
Australia. My family were railway people
and we moved around following work all
over north Queensland. My earliest
recollection of school was the monthly
Air Raid Drill which was great fun for the
children. A teacher would wind up a
hand siren and we would depart our
classrooms, one room at a time, down
the stairs and into a slit trench which
was the full length of the school yard
alongside the fence. The eldest children
were the last out and thus they had the
furthest to run.

I was born in
Numurkah, 32 kms[
north of Shepparton,
on November 23" 1945, which makes
me one of the first of the post war baby
boomers. My parents were born in this
area as were three of my grandparents,
so | am very much a product of the
Goulburn Valley. My maternal
grandfather was one of the original
orchardists in the Shepparton area. He
worked his orchard for fifty three years.
The trees in the orchard were pulled out
in June this year. My paternal
grandfather was a blacksmith and coach
builder in Numurkah for fifty years. My
father continued the business as a
constructional welding operation until
1984.

| was raised in a very strict
Methodist household. My father built the
house over ten years while we were
living in it [we moved in when it was a
third completed]. My parents
encouraged me to do well at school,
encouraged me to play sport and made
it quite clear that church and Sunday
school were non negotiable. So how did
I end up? Teaching school for thirty four
years, playing football and cricket for
many years and currently the
Chairperson of the Church Council at
the church we attend.

Having completed secondary
school | went to Melbourne in 1963 to
undertake a four year course to become
a Secondary Art Craft teacher, majoring
in cabinet making and gold and silver-
smithing.

Kiwanis International was founded on January
21, 1915 in Detroit, an organisation for men only. It was 46
years later at the 1961 Kiwanis Annual Convention held in
Toronto, Canada that it was resolved to extend the
establishment of Kiwanis Clubs in countries additional to
Canada and the USA. The first club outside Canada & USA
was Tijuana, Mexico on 15" May 1962. This set the pattern.

It wasn't until 1967 that Australia became the 22" country in
the world to take up Kiwanis. The club that first introduced
Kiwanis to Australia was the Kiwanis Club of Melbourne. The
organisational meeting was held on October 2nd 1967.
Charter night was on the 27th October at the Southern Cross
Hotel Melbourne. Forty-six men were listed as members of the
Kiwanis Club of Melbourne at the time of Charter.

The Melbourne Club celebrated its 40th birthday on Saturday
July 21%, 2007 and in so doing also celebrated 40 years of
Kiwanis in Australia. A good crowd filled the function room at
the Bentleigh Club to reminisce about times past and present
surrounding the history and membership of the Melbourne
= Club.

1970-71 Club President Neil Purbrick recalled the events and projects of the early
days where much of the effort, as is the case today, went in projects for children.
Farm Days at Coldstream for underprivileged children and support of the Melba
Centre for the Intellectually handicapped together with Yooralla and a number of
community based projects such as the Citizens Advice Bureau made for a busy time.

Past International President lan Perdriau A.M recalled with pride the fifteen other
Kiwanis clubs sponsored by the Melbourne club together with the significant number
of District Governors that had come from the club. District Governor Geoff Hill
congratulated the club on their impressive history and gave a positive view of the
current situation with the district and its promise for the future.

logo and has been and still is part of
Sunrisers’ unique identity.

One hundred and nineteen
members have been inducted in the last
20 years. Of the 26 at charter time only
14 remained by the end of the second
year. However the club recovered to
have 29 members by the end of the
1988-9 Kiwanis year. Currently the club
has 32 male and 15 female members.

The Sunrisers’ continued
growth and the willingness of members
to take on responsibility has meant that
there has been a different President for
each of the 20 years, and other roles
are likewise shared around.

Twenty Years ago there were 72
Kiwanis Clubs operating in Australia
with a total of 1593 members. Now
there are 51 clubs operating with a total
membership of 953.

Twenty Years ago there were ten
clubs chartered in the Kiwanis year
1986-87.

How many of the 1987 clubs are still
operating today? Only the 3 on
these two pages. Albury-Wodonga
with 10 members, Brighton Vic with
24 members and Shepparton
Sunrisers with 47 members.

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Twenty Years ago, in 1987, Kiwanis International extended an invitation to women to join its clubs. Women did join, but it has
been a trickle and it's still a drought in some clubs. In Australia there are now 306 female members in a current total Kiwanis
membership of 953. Women represent 32.1%.

Women who have served as Lieutenant Governors during this 20 year period include Colleen Doran, Michelle Henderson, Beryl
Spechler, Rae Pidgeon, Janet Hay, Pam Jones, Fame Gilbride, Janine Powell, Betty D'’Amore, Liz Ward, Liz Balding, and Beni

The District had the privilege of having the first female Governor Janine Powell in 2002-3, fifteen years after women were invited
to be members. Her story is on the page opposite.

To date no woman has been International President, although there have been women Trustees.

It was my first meeting, | didn't know
anything about Kiwanis but did know
that it was time that | joined a service
club. 1 had been involved in schools
and community groups (1% lady
Director of a community hotel, Local
Government Councillor, Commissioner
for Girl Guides) and knew that |
enjoyed attending meetings, working
bees and children. The day after being
inducted | was rostered on a Kiwanis
drinks stall at a hospital fete — | was
hooked. | am still very proud and
pleased to be a Kiwanian

Three years later, in 1998-99, | was
privileged to serve as the first Iadx
President of Adelaide Club in its 30'
year of service to the community, then
again in 2003-04, earning with Don
Millard Distinguished President and
Secretary status.

In September 2000 | received the
Golden Bucket Award from the Kiwanis
Club of Adelaide. The certificate read
“in appreciation of achievements that
have truly shown your dedication to
Kiwanis Ideals.” In reality this was for
developing the concept of Kiwanis Care
Kits — buckets packed with personal
hygiene items and goodies for the
homeless youth and distributed through
Teen Challenge, which we were also
supporting by cooking and serving

meals. The Club also became involved in
organising Picnic in the Park for
Disadvantaged Children and Carers as
part of Children’s Week, assisted by other
clubs in metropolitan Adelaide. A success
story for co-operation and consultation.
Our major fundraising project is now
managing the Kiosk in Bonython Park
where members are rostered during
weekends and school holidays.

During 2000-2001 | served as Lt
Governor Div 3 with clubs as far a-field as
Wudinna and Whyalla (500 k round trip)
and metro Adelaide, earning Distinguished
status for assisting in building the Kiwanis
Club of East Adelaide. With other Lt
Governors we organised a great night at
Fort Glanville for Governor Jim Chantry's
official visit. This event was very well
attended because it included recognition
of Kiwanis Bus workers, new Kiwanians
and those who were Charter members of
their club.

It was during these years that | attended
as many Kiwanis meetings, charters,
celebrations and conventions as possible,
giving me the impetus to stand for election
as Governor-Elect and then Governor in
2002-03 - but nothing prepared me for
the financial, physical and mental
exercises of those two years. | gathered
as much advice as possible, promoted
innovative solutions, helped with training,
continued to run my secretarial services
business, kept up with family and friends,
helped Adelaide Club host the District
Convention and travelled widely - to
America five times, Papeete, New
Zealand, Taiwan, Kota Kinabalu, Hawaii,
around Australia (and later to Europe and
Canada). Travel certainly broadens the
Kiwanis mind. In front of KI Headquarters
there is a brick with my name on it as a
Heritage Foundation member.

It was during my term as Governor that
Past Governors Bob Thompson and Geoff
Holmes and | built Prospect Club. | am
still a member of that Club and enjoy their
7 am breakfast meetings.

One morning several kookaburras started
to laugh outside my bedroom window and
| thought — “That's what Kiwanis needs —
something to make people laugh!” and so
Kiwanis Kooka was born. | took a
kookaburra design off the internet, added
a logo, emailed it to friends and Rae
Pidgeon called it “Kooka”. A mascot
costume was made and it has been used
in shopping centres for PR, at picnics, in
hospitals and for Terrific Kids
presentations. It attracts attention and

interest in Kiwanis. Kooka is also the
mascot for a mini-golf club in Perth where
the etiquette and skills of the game are
taught and soon a Kooka club may be
established by Reynella Club for
disadvantaged children.

I have always believed that saying “Yes,
please” is a good way to go, so when
Division 8 couldn’t find a Lt Governor for
2004-05 the Brighton (SA) Club made me
an Honorary Member and | filled the spot.
Now it is “Yes, please” to Division 3
again because no-one else wants the
job.

Other Kiwanis responsibilities have
included representing Kiwanis on the
committee of Association of Combined
Service Clubs Inc (ACSO); co-editor of
the Australian Kiwanian last year; District
Chairs for Human & Spiritual Values, K-
Kids and Key Clubs - plus the pleasure
of wearing the Kooka costume.

The big challenges that Kiwanis has
brought for me has been a world wide
vision; not losing sight of how a club
member reacts to good and bad
meetings; and why some people do and
others don't want to join a service club.
Not long ago, a friend of mine was
inducted into the Kiwanis Club of
Brighton because she had seen the
benefits for me and, just like the advert,
she said “I want what she’s having!”

My goal as Lt Governor Div 3 2007-08 is

to live the Objects of Kiwanis; get my
hands dirty having fun helping others;
keep it simple; enjoy life; support and
encourage the clubs in Division 3; listen
and learn; communicate; follow up;
challenge; disseminate information from
Kiwanis International, Australia District
and the clubs; find a replacement;

Division 8 Major YCPO Project

In July 2007, after the completion of a
revamp of the paediatric ward by The
Variety Club of SA to the value of
approximately $2,000,000, Kiwanis was
asked if they could develop an outside
area off the ward, to enable children and
parents spend a little time together. The
hospital produced another ‘wish list’ of
items such as seats, barbecue,
umbrellas, basket balls and ring, and
gardening supplies. This will be asked of
Division 8 members. As the value of
same is about $6000.00 there may not be
too much of a problem. Why?

The Story behind this

At a Division Council Meeting in July,
1992, the then Lt Governor, Sussann
Barratt, suggested that we should look for
an outstanding YCPO project to raise our
profile in the area..

At that time, the Division YCPO Director,
Past Lt Governor David Mercer, had
heard that the Flinders Medical Centre,
the largest hospital in the southern
suburbs, was remodelling their
Emergency Department to separate the
adults from the children so that it would
be firstly quicker to ‘process’ the children
and help the parents shelter them while
in the Emergency Department. Also in
the past, children attending the A & E for
help were being treated with equipment
which was originally designed for adults
and then had to be modified to enable
treatment on babies and children with
smaller limbs, ears, eyes and noses. We
could get in “on the ground floor” if we
acted now. This was considered to be a
worthwhile project and would certainly
raise the profile of Kiwanis. The
Presidents of all clubs in the Division
agreed knowing that a project of this
magnitude would be too difficult for any
one club to achieve on its own but by
combining all our resources it could be an
excellent project

After discussions with the CEO of the
hospital, Ms Joyce Woody, Mr Peter
Mullins (Business Manager-Emergency
Services), Dr David Lines (Associate
Professor in Paediatrics and Child
Health), Frank Zotti (Works Manager)

and Dr — now Professor — Chris
Baggoley, it was agreed that Kiwanis be
given the sponsorship to purchase the
equipment.

In September, 1994, confirmation was
received regarding the major upgrade of
the FMC emergency Department of
which the preliminary costing indicated
that a sum of $30000-$40000 would be
needed to purchase medical equipment
in excess of the budget of the S A Health
Commission. Once again the club
members got behind this magnificent
project and not only agreed to raise that
sum from their fund raising activities by
the end of 1998 but exceeded it.

The first item was a Nelcor Pulse
Oximeter and trolley at a cost of $5,500.
followed by

Gambro blood warmer $3,500
Hare traction splint $ 500.
Seca Digital scales $ 970

Genius Thermometer $ 890
Portable pulse Oximeter  $3,000
Paediatric Radiology

Positioning Chair $1,580
Paediatric Equipment

storage trolley $3,700

Mobile Ultrasound machine $36,000

Plus many other smaller items needed —
pagers/toys for waiting area/swing top
bin/portable fan/surgeon stool/children’s
videos. The children’s ward (4E) also
was the recipient of many knitted clothing
articles for patients to be sent home
warm and comfortable plus baby clothing
for premature infants, and the trauma
dolls were more than welcome for the
staff to explain procedures.

All of this equipment has a badge on it
making reference to the fact that they
were donated by “The Clubs of Division 8
of Kiwanis Australia District.”

On the 19" December, 1995, we signed
an historic agreement in the presence of
Ms Judith Dwyer, the new Chief
Executive Officer of FMC, in recognition
of the Division’s past support to the
Emergency Department, and the pledge
of our continued support to this project, a
formal agreement by the FMC body
corporate incorporated under Section 27
of the South Australian Health

Commission Act 1976, that Kiwanis
International; Community Service clubs
of Division Eight have the naming rights
for the new Children’s Unit being built in
the upgrade. A special Purpose Trust
Fund was officially established to
formally handle all donations and
expenditure.

This unit is quite unique because unlike
the old Emergency Dept., patients, both
adult and children, attending there for
treatment had to wait in the same
waiting room until now. It has long been
recognised that children could be better
treated in an environment which calmed
them and in which they felt more
comfortable. Decorated with colourful
pictures, toys and furniture reminiscent
of a playroom, the unit is the only one of
its kind in a SA general hospital. This
special area for children keeps them
away from the sights and sounds of the
adult area, which could be volatile at
times and very traumatic for children.
Separating the children’s unit from main
departments also benefits patients in the
adult section who often become
distressed at seeing seriously ill or
injured children. Accompanying this is
the supply of calico trauma dolls made
by volunteers and co-ordinated by the
clubs.

On Sunday, 27" October, 1996, the
KIWANIS INTERNATIONAL
PAEDIATRIC EMERGENCY UNIT was
officially opened with a plaque erected at
the entrance of the unit.

In 1998 this project won the South
Australian  Premier Encouragement
Award

The Kiwanis Clubs of Division 8 will still
be committed to this project for many
years to come and with more and more
demands being placed upon our health
system, there is even more need to keep
up our fund raising to support this major
project.

A special thanks must go to David
Mercer for his untiring and dedicated
service to making sure that everything
went well and was finalised in a most
professional manner.

Helping student learning

Four Year Seven students are
benefiting from grants, lap top
computers and colour printers that
have been presented by the Kiwanis
Club of Whitehorse Inc.

The Kiwanis Club of Whitehorse
sought seed funding for this program

from Gresham Partners Investment
House which has agreed to provide
funds for the first two years.

The programme is aimed at giving
students an opportunity which, through
financial or other circumstances, they
would not normally have had and
focussed on youngsters entering year
7 at high school.

“We thought that the first year at high
school is critical in getting students off
to a good start” said club President
Bruce Chipperfield.

“But, the programme isn’t just about
education, says Bruce. It's also about
self development and building up self
esteem”.

A different club member has been
assigned to liaise with each of the
students. The parents and student
decide what the child wants, at which
time the club arranges payment
instead of writing an open cheque at
the beginning of the year “We want to
pace ourselves and build up a
relationship with the families”, says
Bruce.

In the first year of the programme one

student has taken on Saturday
morning maths and English tuition as
well as having diving lessons which
are also coming out of the grant along
with her costume and other
equipment. The grant has also
allowed the student to go on the
school camp and bond with her fellow
students One of the other students
has elected to have guitar lessons and
has been provided with a guitar as
well as having her lessons paid for.
She, too, has gone on a school camp.
Another has been able to join a
football team and also go on a school
camp.

“You can see that we are helping with
their education but also giving them a
chance to develop a talent or just have
a go”, Bruce added.

The computers are also making a
difference.

Primary schools in the area have
been circulated and interviews with a
new batch of families will begin in
October to find next year's recipients
of grants of up to $ 1500.00. Again,
each student will also receive a lap top
computer and printer.

Puppet Theatre

The Principal of Parkmore Preschool
happened to remark to the chairman
of the Kiwanis Club of Whitehorse’s
Marketing Committee (John Fife) that
she had seen an outdoor puppet
theatre at another preschool and that
the Parkmore Preschool children
would greatly enjoy a similar facility.
John immediately advised her that this
was just the sort of project that the
Whitehorse Club was good at and
enjoyed doing.

John Leishman (Chairman of the
Projects Committee) put a lot of effort
into designing a more suitable and
elaborate theatre than the original
model. The materials were carefully
selected (for suitability for use by
young children and for long life
outside) and purchased.

Several working bees were held to
construct a solid, functional, outdoor
puppet theatre.

The theatre consists of a screen, to

students

conceal the puppeteers, with an
opening for the puppets to “perform”
in; a floor area for the spectators to sit
on; and a small floor area behind the
screen for the puppeteers.

The paint is still wet but the children
are looking forward to wusing the

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The fact that life after World
War |l was difficult with few
opportunities in many of the war
ravaged countries of Europe led to
major emigration to the ‘New World’
during the late 1940s and 1950s — to
countries like Canada, the United
States, South Africa, New Zealand and
Australia.

At the age of two and a half
years, Bill arrived in Australia from
Holland in early 1952 with his parents
and younger sister, spending a few
months in Bathurst, NSW, before
settling in the Adelaide Hills in South
Australia.

His father gained employment
at a recently opened iron pyrites mine
near Nairne and the family was one of
the first to move into the new township
of Brukunga, about thirty miles (fifty
kilometres) from Adelaide. By then there
had been an addition to the family, a
little brother for Bill, followed later by two
more sisters.

Almost half the township’s
residents were migrants from all over
the British Isles and Europe, and life
was a huge adventure for the New
Australians and for ‘True Blue’ locals
alike - with unusual accents, strange
new foods & cooking aromas, and
quaint music, for example. By the time

he started school at Nairne Primary
School, Bill spoke Dutch and English
equally proficiently, but the latter took
precedence and soon he was teaching
his parents the peculiarities of ‘Strine’.
Those were days blessed with sunshine
and an abundance of food, but without
more than the necessities of life. Bill
played tennis and football for local clubs,
and school holidays were filled with days
roaming the surrounding paddocks in
search of mushrooms or rabbits and
yabbying in the nearby creeks and dams.

After changing schools in Year
Three, Bill completed his primary
education at the Catholic Parish school in
Mt Barker and in Year Seven won a five
year boarding scholarship to Sacred
Heart College in the seaside suburb of
Somerton in Adelaide. There he
completed his Matriculation while
participating in rowing, debating and
drama, along with the universal sports of
football, cricket, tennis and athletics. He
went on to study Science at Flinders
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A quiet moment in Vietnam 1970

University, but after completing one year
and with funds running low, Bill decided to
work for twelve months to build the bank
balance.

He worked as an Accounts Clerk
with ICI's Solvay operation near Port
Adelaide. By year’s end, the Vietnam War
was escalating and National Service had
been introduced. Bill decided to register a
year early to get the marble off his back,
but found himself in Puckapunyal as a

National Service Army recruit in January
1970. Army life was tough but exciting
and after training as a Field (combat)
Engineer, Bill joined Australian military
forces in Phuoc Tuy province in South
Vietnam in October the same year.

“l came out in one piece
physically” Bill says, “but the
psychological effect was enormous,
although it didn’t impact on me until
years later.” Eight of his fellow
engineers in 1 Troop, 1 Field Squadron
Group RAE, lost their lives in the space
of seven months in 1969/70, five of
them close mates, and all due to mine
or booby trap incidents. Despite ‘some
close shaves' of his own, Bill came
home to a supportive family after a year
in the war zone, but after discharge from
the Army in 1971 found he couldnt
settle down to contemplate studying or
working in an office any more. For
almost a year he worked as a brickie's
labourer before starting a new career in
the Commonwealth Department of Civil
Aviation.

At this time Bill married his new
love Sue and they built a home at Carey
Gully in the Adelaide Hills. Before long,
two beautiful children came into their
lives — Clare and Craig — and all the
pleasures of a family and home were
enjoyed. He also joined the Army
Reserve and after training, gained a
commission to serve as an officer with
the Royal South Australian Regiment.

In 1978, Bill changed career
paths, and joined the highly secretive
world of ASIO where he enjoyed a
seven year stint doing what ASIO
officers do. He also completed an Arts
degree part-time, majoring in
Psychology and Australian Studies. With
the probability of moves to Melbourne
then Canberra in short succession, and
with children approaching high school
age, Bill and Sue decided to stay in
Adelaide. A good career in ASIO went
begging and in 1985 Bill became
proprietor of a singing telegram and
costume hire business where he stayed
until retiring in 2004.

“It was in the later years of
working, and in retirement, that the
stresses of service in Vietham became
apparent,” Bill reflected. “Post Traumatic
Stress Disorder can have different but
powerful effects on different people, and
it left me breaking up my marriage”.
With counselling and a new partner Ali,
Bill has turned the page and begun a
new period in his life.

Having served with school councils, the
Country Fire Service, the Vietnam Vet-
erans Association of Australia and vari-
ous other organisations, Bill joined Ki-
wanis in 1990 as the Charter President
of the new Kiwanis Club of The Adelaide
Hills. “I have had many great joys in
Kiwanis, making wonderful new friends
and having fun in a wide variety of
worthwhile projects,” Bill says, “but the
highlights have been my involvements
with The Hills Aktion Club and the K-
Kids Clubs at Mt Barker South and Nor-
wood Primary Schools.”

Bill believes that Kiwanis’
change of focus to serving children was
a masterstroke, and that it opens up
enormous potential for Kiwanians mak-

ing the world a better place in which to
live.

Bill and Ali live in North Adelaide
where both are members of the Kiwanis
Club of Prospect. Apart from their Kiwanis
involvement, both are Meals on Wheels
volunteers one day a week, and from time
to time they provide emergency board for
young dogs for the Guide Dogs Associa-
tion of SA/NT.

In August last year, Bill and Ali visited
Vietnam and toured Ho Chi Minh City and
‘Phuoc Tuy province’ regions. “| laid some
old ghosts to rest there; it was very emo-
tional. But it was also good to see Viet-
nam at peace and its wonderful people

making their place in the world,” Bill
recalls.

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PASSED:
AMENDMENT #3, INTERNATIONAL COUNCIL MEETING, to eliminate the requirement for the International Council to meet annually while still
allowing it to meet if needed (Amend Article X1V, Sections 1 and 3, and add a new Section 2; Article XX, Section 4; and Article XXIX, Section

1).AMENDMENT #7, CORRECTION OF “MAGAZINE” REFERENCES, to change references in the International Bylaws from “magazine” and
“KIWANIS magazine” to “official publication” (Amend Article V, Section 7; Article VIII, Section 10; and Article XXII, Sections 3 and

4).AMENDMENT #8, GLOBAL ISSUES OF OFFICIAL PUBLICATION, to restore Kiwanis magazine to a balanced budget without a fee increase
(Amend Article XXI, Sections 4-6; and Article XIlll, Section 5). This will be accomplished by ceasing publishing global issues in multiple languages
with distribution worldwide and by using other means to disseminate Kiwanis International messages. KIWANIS magazine will continue to be
distributed to English-speaking clubs in North America.

PASSED, AS AMENDED :

AMENDMENT #1- NEXT GENERATION KIWANIS, to allow Kiwanis the flexibility to create and test new forms of membership and new ways to
participate in Kiwanis service, consistent with the Objects of Kiwanis, on a limited basis (Amend Article IV by adding a new Section 3).

This was additionally amended to add a new sentence at the end: “The Executive Director shall make an annual report to the House of Dele-
gates covering any such Board actions taken or authorized and make an evaluation of their current effectiveness.”

AMENDMENT #2, CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER, to move the duties of the “chief executive officer” in charge of day-to-day operations from the
International President to the Executive Director, and change the title of “Executive Director to “Chief Executive Officer,” with the position remain-
ing under the supervision and direction of the International President and the Board of Trustees (Amends Article XI, Sections 1 and 4; and Article
XIl, Sections 1 and 5).

This was additionally amended by striking the words “work and” and by striking the words “that are not in conflict with these Bylaws.”

AMENDMENT #6, AMENDMENTS AND RESOLUTIONS DEADLINE, to change the deadline for submission of proposed amendments and reso-
lutions from April 1 to January 15 to allow more time for consideration and review (Amend Article XVII, Section 6; and Article XXIX, Section 2).
This was additionally amended to make the deadline be February 15 (instead of January 15) and to allow the committee to meet within 60 days.

AMENDMENT #14, MAJORITY VOTE FOR NEW BYLAWS PROVISIONS, to provide what vote is necessary to add new provisions (Articles or
Sections) to the International Bylaws (Amend Article XXIX, Sections 1 and 7).

Amendment #14 was amended by substitution, replaced entirely by the language of Amendment #15, so that a 2/3 vote is required for new Arti-
cles and Sections to be added to the International Bylaws.
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At the time of writing this on the
day before the start of the Convention,
214 people had registered for one or
more activities at this year's Convention.

Guest speakers will include the Kiwanis
International Trustee and our District's
Board Counsellor, Paul Palazzolo. Paul is
from the Kiwanis Club of Springfield-
Downtown, lllinois. He also brings his wife
Suanne and children Anthony and Maria.

Other speakers are: The Governor of
Victoria Professor David de Kretser AC, a
Doctor of Medicine and medical
researcher. Emeritus Professor Nancy
Millis MBE AC from the University of
Melbourne. There will be a report on the
