A Message from the Governor

While visiting Tea Gardens
north of Newcastle for the Division 2
mini convention in February this year, |
took an early morning walk along the
esplanade fronting the Myall River.

Tea Gardens is a traditional seaside
fishing village now popular as a holiday
and retirement locality with a wide mix of
housing from traditional modest beach
shacks to flash multi-storey beach
houses, and everything in between.
Some houses have been around for a
long time, others are relatively new.
Some are big and some are small.
Some are well maintained and have real
value to their owners and the
community, while others are run down,
ready for demolition and replacement.
Some of the older houses are still in
sound condition, but need some
renovation and updating. And vacant
blocks are fast being built upon.

It occurred to me that Kiwanis Clubs

are a lot like houses. We have large
clubs and small clubs. There are clubs in
Australia that were chartered a long time
ago and new clubs chartered more
recently. Some of our clubs are well run
and effective in their delivery of service
to children and the community, while
others are struggling. Some are almost
beyond repair and unless major
renovation occurs, those clubs will most
likely not be with us for too many more
years.

But for Kiwanis to be a meaningful
organisation in our communities, we
must keep building new clubs, just as
housing stock is renewed and added to
on a continuing basis. Those clubs which
are showing a few signs of disrepair, but
still have a sound structure, must be
rejuvenated. But equally, we must build
new clubs so that we keep pace with the
demand for the services Kiwanis clubs
offer.

This year has been one in which the
District Board of Trustees has been
rejuvenating District procedures and
setting its sights on the future. By the
end of the year, a new Policy and
Procedures Manual will be available on
the District website which will be a ‘one-
stop shop’ for much of the information
needed for club administration.

The District will be focused far more on
our future and in assisting clubs to
become ‘great’ instead of just mediocre
or good. The Board is also looking at
ways to simplify club monthly reporting
with direct input into a District database.
A foundation has been laid for the
District to grow.

team in the coming Kiwanis year. We
have embarked on a vision of real
growth in the Australia District and with
your help and support it will become a
reality.

New club building is a major part of that
vision, and if you or your club is asked
to participate, give it a red hot go.

Great achievements accomplished in
one busy year by this thriving new club

In the 12 months since Kiwanis Bayside
e-Club was organised on 1% July 2007,
our Membership has contributed well
over 2,800 service hours. These include
both Club and Members’ “hands-on”
projects all approved by the Club Board.
Since our Club Charter on the 1%
September 2007, our official Monthly
Records depict a contribution of 2,241
service hours and $2,964 Community
Service funds raised up until the end of
June 2008. The funds include a donation
of $500 by the Club Honorary Member,
two grants of $300 each for two
Sponsored Youth “Terrific Kids”
Programs, and funds raised at 7 “hands
on” fundraising events. This total amount
does not include the personal cost
Members contributed while
accomplishing their voluntary community
service.

Here is a copy of a newsletter emailed
to Beni Avallone from her regular
correspondent Lora Pavlenko, Club
President of the Kiwanis Club of Kiev,
(Ukraine Russia).

This is her latest message about the
CS projects they have and is an
inspirational example of what
Kiwanis Clubs are able to achieve,
despite the restrictions they
experience in their daily lives.

Lora writes “This is our mission which
works with children during 8 years. We
support homeless children and
teenagers.” The following is Lora’s un-
edited story.

SAVIOR'S HOME MINISTRY
June 2008 Kiev, Ukraine

Currently "Savior's Home" apply the
effort to work with the homeless children
in Kiev, Ukraine and children's home.

Work with the homeless children

Children as young as four years old live
on the street alone. Many of these
children have been abandoned by their
parents. Some have run away from
orphanages so horrible that life on the
street is seen as a better alternative.

The youth team bought simple food to
give to street children, then went out in
the streets. We provided bread,
condensed milk and little sausage. This
meager meal was received as if it were
the finest cuisine a restaurant had to
offer. Even more than the food, the team

shared the love of Christ with these kids.

Seeing the sheer elation on the face of a
13 year old girl when we remembered to
give her a warm coat. The stunning
smile of a 9 year old boy at getting a pair
of boots. The sparkling eyes of all the
children when you call them by name
and ....gasp....dare to touch them and
give them a hug.

Nearly all of the kids sniff glue to escape
in their minds for a while. At first, they
hid it from us, but we knew. The smell of
the glue is overpowering. They keep it
inside their jackets and pull the collar up
to take a huff. Their eyes betray them.
They are glassy and the pupils dialated.

Every one of the girls we have met so far
has been a prostitute at some time.
Several are active daily. Remember their
ages? NINE to SEVENTEEN! A few of
them have stopped because of our
counselling or their own shame and pain,
but others continue to sell their bodies.
For an average of $10 a person can
abuse these girls any way imaginable for
an hour. There is a 14 yr old girl with
eyes that betray her lost innocence.
There is simply no child left.

Children’s Home

We attend the children’s home
in Makarov town, it's 54 km from Kiev.
There are 67 or so kids there from about
3 to 15 years old. We all fell in love with
them. The place itself is cold, dirty,
crowded and awful. Even though
temperatures average well below
freezing during the harsh winters. But the
children are so full of life. Each of us had
a couple of children latch on to us while
we were there.

Vanya never let go of my arm
until | had to get into the van. They stood
at the gate until we were out of sight.
One girl Luba looked me in the eyes and
asked when | would return. | promised to
come back. That is a promise | intend to
keep. Any or all of you are invited to
come with me.

Rehabilitation Center for
Homeless Children

We are engaged in our work
with the rehabilitation center for
homeless children. This center still
under repair and we make as far as
probably repair. The state programs
has not works. For now we have no any
money which they to us promised for
repair of center. | pray thatin
September we open this center.

Our volunteers will make a lot
of work for children. We shall teach
children to write, read, train in music,
singing.

Please pray for us, because we
need a monthly financial support. We
cannot do this ministry efficiently and
often.

Our needs:

1. We have plan to make a
summer camp for 20 children and
teenagers in August. For this purpose
we shall use the house at the village
which we shall rent.

2. We shall make special
ﬁrograms on the territory of children's
omes for one week. We shall bring
meal, to play with children, to go with

to the river.

3. Also we want to make a
picnic for homeless children.

4. We want to go to the West
part of Ukraine taking 20 teenagers
who help us with ministry and spend
one week at mountains.

We shall be grateful if you
can sponsor this projects.  Thank you
very much for your prayers and
contributions in our ministry.

and the first two years saw Jan Symonds in
charge until her untimely passing in August 2004 just before
the Cobram Barooga Convention.

Responsibility has since passed over to Michael Flavel and
Brian Emery who attend the meetings and activities along
with the teacher in charge Annie Bainger.

The BPIHS Key Club is part of the Duke of Edinburgh Award
which means the students are required to perform community
service work and they look to the Tea Tree Gully Kiwanis
Club to provide it and often assist them in their service work,
for example tree planting in a local reserve, running and

fundraising in the Relay for Life event. The Kiwanis club
members also take the opportunity on occasions to provide
experience in club meeting procedures to give the students
some skills in managing a meeting.

Michael Flavel has been in constant contact with the Tea Tree
Gully Council and their latest project for us is to plant 450 native
trees in the old council dump. This area is about 300 acres and
is used as open space. Both the BPIHS Key Club and the
Aktion Club are to assist us in this project as part of their
community service work and it should provide a great
opportunity for the members of both clubs and the students to
be involved in a very worthwhile community initiative.

Early in the year The Kiwanis Club of Shepparton received a
plea from Glenys Nikkelson explaining her family’s plight and
asking us for assistance in helping to provide a taxi wheelchair
for their daughter Sarah who suffers from cerebral palsy.

“My husband and | live in Shepparton with our daughter Sarah
who is nearly 19 years old and has cerebral palsy. She is
confined to a wheel chair and is totally dependent on us and
cannot assist with transfers to car-bed-shower.

Bernie has had an extremely sore back since last May and has
found after a CT scan that he has extreme wear to the three
lower discs in his back. They cannot be repaired. Sarah is 5
kilos less than my body weight so | have trouble lifting her and
the wheelchair into my station wagon. Recently we brought an
X Taxi wheel chair accessible vehicle that needs a lot of
repairs. | have included a quote to have it re-sprayed which is
what we are seeking funds for. Apart from the re-spray we have
to replace the interior at a cost of $1000, the gas system needs
checking $400, one of the glass windows needs replacing $200
and registration and roadworthy $800.

Being on one income it is going to take us along time to achieve
these things. We would really appreciate any financial
assistance that could be given”

Much discussion followed within the club and we finally came to
the conclusion that an assessment would need to be carried out
prior to our committing to this project. This was duly done with
our member returning with a strong report that here indeed was
a family in need of our assistance.

A struggling family making the most of very trying conditions!

Bernie the father presented as a forthright engaging man
desperately trying to provide for his family but due to
incapacitation finds he is unable to lift heavy objects.

Glenys is a very friendly honest slightly built and caring mother
who stated off-handly “It's not so bad others are worse off, you
just have to do what you can” It soon become apparent that
they also have an intellectually impaired son who is often more
of a drain on her than her daughter as he is emotionally
demanding and sometimes quiet unpredictable. She was
advised by a family-aide worker to contact our service club for
assistance but displayed some embarrassment and confusion
when talking about asking for assistance giving the impression
that they usually battle on by themselves.

Sarah is an attractive bright 19 year old cerebral palsy young
lady confined to a wheelchair.

Although she can communicate to a limited degree with her
parents she has the most basic of verbal skills but will often

give you a chuckle or smile.

Last year she underwent several operations on her back to try
to limit the congestion on her lungs due to spina bifida and
now has a rod in her back keeping her in an upright position
instead of being hunched over. She is a little under the
average size for her age and has little control of her
extremities so certainly requires 24 hour full time care.

The vehicle in

guestion was a

1997 ex-taxi

wheelchair

accessible van.

It required re-

spraying and

repairing the

outside,

replacement of

the interior,

checking the gas system, replacing the left hand side glass
window, registration and provision of a road worthy certificate.
Mechanically it was sound with a reasonable motor and
gearbox.

On further discussion within the club we decided to try to
access members in the community who may have the require
expertise to assist with some of the major repairs. We
obtained quotes from various motor repair agents who on the
whole were sympathetic to our cause and gave us reasonable
prices with charitable discounts.

During this time the Apex Club of Shepparton and the
Shepparton East Rotary club came on board and the Kiwanis
Club of Shepparton worked in unison with them to complete
this rewarding and deserving project.

Over a period of several months, and numerous setbacks
adding to the overall cost, we gradually restored the vehicle to
some of its former glory and to the stage were this family
could proudly drive their daughter around town. All this was
accomplished with the determined efforts of Bernie who
worked tirelessly throughout the process.

Next day, Sister Barbara was told that a man was at her door, insisting on seeing her. She went

down, and found a stranger waiting.

Without a word, he handed her a wad of notes. “What’s this?” she asked. “That's the $8,000 you

won, Sister.”

“Don’t Despair paid 80 to 1.”

The club is small with a membership of 13 but it generates an
amazing amount of funds for the community. Most people in
the area will have seen our BBQ at many functions which are
organised by Brian and Sandy Perry and their band of helpers.

Recently a 2 year old boy, Isaiah Muller, was in danger of
losing his second eye to cancer. An appeal was made by the
Adelaide Women'’s and Children’s Hospital Foundation to raise
$35,000 which would allow Isaiah and his mother to travel to
England for his operation. A few phone calls were made by
members of Kiwanis West Lakes /Grange and within two days
the club had donated $5,000 to the cause.

Isaiah Muller—the Adelaide two year old has retinoblastoma—
a rare from of eye cancer caused by immature retinal cells
which can spread to the brain, the central nervous system and
the bones. Isaiah was diagnosed with the condition at just 18
months. He had a tumour in his right eye. The eye was
removed to stop the cancer spreading to his brain. A tumour
had then developed in his left eye. Chemotherapy on that
tumour has not been successful. A trip to London for treatment
is the only way to save the eye.
