As an
organization, it is time to celebrate! We
must extend our appreciation to the
members that invited new members to
join, the clubs that sponsored new
Kiwanis clubs, the club presidents,
governors and district leaders for their
support and leadership to grow the
organization, and the membership

growth teams for reenergizing our
growth efforts. We have established a
strong foundation and must continue
our commitment to achieve One Million
Members by 2015

It all began long ago in a past century. The
year was 1954. A modest year to some. A
monumental year to Jim and Pat Humble of
Mosman Park in Western Australia. Young
Malcolm was 4 days late when he finally
arrived on the 5™ of April.

Mosman Park back in the late 50’s early 60’s
saw me riding my trike up and down the
street, playing with Andy, next door. Having
scrummy pancakes cooked by Andy's gran-
mar covered with lots of home made grape
jam. Andy and his family came from
Czechoslovakia and were wonderful friends.
Bonfire night was always great. Andy’'s dad
would build a gigantic bonfire in the empty
block next door and we would all stand
around with our families and watch the fire
burn, the crackers would go bang and the sky
rockets would go up, up, almost to the moon.
1961 was the last bonnie in our street. In early
1962 Mum passed away and life would never
be the same.

Dad and | picked up our lives after Mum. We
both became involved with the St Johns
Ambulance Brigade. Dad was the first person
in Australia to teach deaf and dumb children
first aid. | can still see the faces of those
people go into ecstasy when they got
something right, or create mayhem when they
got it wrong. Monday night was brigade night.
Dad and | would go along to the deaf and
dumb school, usually getting into trouble from
the guys because we were always late.
Because | was only 9 or 10 at the time, |
became the brigade prompter during
marching practice. | was always at the front in
a position where all of the brigade could see
me so they knew when to start and stop. We
had a little signal system worked out, so that
when we were on parade we would march
correctly. All of the “normal” people couldn’t
understand how we could all march off on
time. | would pat my left buttock to start and
my right one to stop. We had spent countless
hours refining the technique. We moved away
from Mosman Park shortly after the kids won
the state championships. Sadly Dad was
widely criticized for his work with the deaf and
dumb school, to the extent that he resigned
his commission and never went back to first
aid.

A new life. Dad remarried and was able to
fulfil his life long dream of owning a
“Hammond Organ”. Step Mum was OK, but
my life changed again when each night |
came home, Dad would be playing music. He
played double base in the navy bands when
he was young, so music was a part of his life.
He went on to become one of Perth’'s most
sought after wedding musicians, playing at
receptions. He spent 9 long years trying to
talk me into playing the organ, without
success. Looking back now? | wish | had
listened to my good old Dad.
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| started growing up and hitting late teens was
OK. | used to ride my push bike 20kms to see
my Nan every Sunday and have lunch with
her. She was my inspiration and my guide. We
would often sit and talk about everything or
about yet another competition she had won. At
the age of 75 Nan wrote a book, about her life
at the Cape Naturalist Light House and the
time they rescued sailors from a shipwreck. It
is a recollection of the end of one of the last
sailing ships to work the Western Australian

coast and now sits proudly in The Battie
Library today.

| didn't do what one would call normal stuff
back in the 70's. No! | took up ballroom
dancing and instead of going to pubs and
clubs; | went along to the bowling clubs and
danced the night away with lots of women old
enough to be my mum.

Well, actually, Dad was out every Saturday
night playing for weddings, so | would partner
Mum to the local club dance. We would follow
the Cy Walters Trio. Cy played piano and
sang. John Benson played the drums and
harmonized and good old George? Well, he
played the meanest sax you have ever heard.
First and third Saturday would be Hilton Park
and the second and fourth, Mosman Park
Bowling Club. Wonderful stuff... Gay Gordans,
Maxina, Verleeta Waltz and of course the
Circular Waltz. Those were the nights.

We would dance around the floor singing
..."maybe it's because I'm a Londoner”... We
would sit in tables of ten, with a 2 litre ice-
cream bucket in the middle of the table. As
each man arrived, they would throw $10 into
the bucket and that would take care of drinks
all night. Ladies would bring a plate of
munchies to nibble on. You could bet a tenner
that at least one lady would bring along a plate
of Sao biscuits with cheese and gherkin. Back
in those days you only had one sort of dip.
French Onion. But a couple of the ladies had
fantastic home made Dips which were the hit
of the tables.

Summers were spent near the beach, kicking
around with friends and doing stuff. Friday
nights were spent at Claremont Speedway.
Chum Taylor ruled the track in solo’s and the
mighty Charlie West and Geoff Stanton ruled
speed cars. The drive-in was the place to be
when nothing else was happening. We would
catch a movie and then stop off at the “new”
Hungry Jacks in Melville for a Yumbo or a
Whopper. Back in those days it really did take
two hands to handle a whopper.

Around about this time | became involved with
Karting, or “go-karts” as we called it in those
days. The Tiger Go-Kart Club in Henderson,
right on the beach was my home for about 3
years. Being a rather nervous and timid type |
was involved with the management side of
things rather than hurtle around a track at
80kms an hour with my back-side only
centimetres off the ground. My primary role
was to manage a team of 3 drivers who all
went on to become state champions in only
their second year in the team.

| qualified in furniture manufacturing and
design, but left the trade to spend the next 30
years working in warehousing and logistics.
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I married in 1980 and had two beautiful girls.
Through the 80’s and 90’s life was pretty much
the “normal” life. Doing everything that is, being
a Dad. There were good times and bad. But |
guess at the end of the day, no matter what you
get presented with, the job of “Dad” is the most
rewarding, most fulfilling thing a man can do.

Sadly my marriage ended around 2000. It was a
major turning point in my life.

| learnt about pain. | learnt about searching
within and discovering more about one’s inner
self. | also learnt about accepting people for
who they are. | discovered “volunteering” in
2001. More importantly | discovered how
fantastic one felt after felt after doing stuff for
others. My Service life began with the WA Aids
Council. | became a special event volunteer. My
first introduction to volunteering was the Food
and Wine Festival held annually in Russell
Square: 6am to 7pm. Flat out. Doing every thing
from assisting with crowd control through to
carting ice to the various stands. After the
crowd left then it was packing up a couple of
hundred chairs and tables and generally helping
the stall holders with their gear. | was totally
exhausted at the end of it. But | felt a strange
kind of fulfilment. During my two years of
working on various projects and events at
WAAC | was introduced to Kiwanis by way of a
cry for help for volunteers for Rally Australia.

The Canning River Club needed volunteers for
the parking and ticketing checks at the country
stages. | went along and was hooked. | had a
great time getting close to the rally drivers and
action. It took another twelve months for me to
join Kiwanis and as the old saying goes...the
rest is history.

My journey with Kiwanis has been an amazing
experience. Meeting new friends, working with
talented individuals and generally having a
fantastic time.

In recent months in my capacity as Lt Governor
| have met some wonderful people, doing all
sorts of stuff to help their local communities.

The lesson | have learnt is that no matter what
we do, no matter where we do it, or no matter
why we do it...extending the hand of friendship,
support and caring to those in need and
receiving nothing more than a smile or a nod of
the head, is the most fulfilling experience we
can have.

We do not have problems, only Challenges. A

Challenge is but a mere speed bump on the
Road of Life.

Malta, a tiny, beautiful and histori-
cal island right in the middle of the Medi-
terranean Sea, is our birth place. Both Bill
and | were raised there. We attended Pri-
mary schools in neighbouring towns, sat
for our Oxford University ‘Ordinary’ Level
examinations at the same time, same
place, and that is when and where we first
met, at the ‘Lower Barracca Gardens’ on
the bastions of Valletta. That happened on
the 6" July 11959. Bill was only 16 and |
was just 17.

We started ‘going steady’ in 1962 when |
finished my 2 years residential Teachers
Training College course of study, and Bill
completed his Accountancy and Book-
keeping Studies through Cambridge Uni-
versity Correspondence Course. We were
formally ‘engaged’ on 1* January 1965, a
few months after we made the decision to
migrate to Australia. We were married on
Sunday 26" December 1965 at a Nuptial
Mass in the oldest church in Valletta.

My Father gave us a beautiful, white, big
wedding which was attended by our close
families, friends and school staff col-
leagues from both schools where we
taught. Bill was employed by the Malta
Education Department as a Temporary
Teacher. He never wanted to make teach-
ing as his career. We had a lovely Hon-
eymoon at a hotel apartment right across
from St Paul’s Island where the ship trans-
porting prisoner Paul to Rome was ship-
wrecked.

Sixty-four days after getting married, on
my 24" birthday, we boarded a KLM Dutch
Airline plane for Australia, the first time we
had ever left Malta and flown in an aero-
plane. It was full of newlyweds, all eager to
have a better future away from Malta’s
newly elected socialist-prone government
and depressing political-religious public
arguments. We also could not imagine

what life would be like
once the British left
Malta. Our sense of
adventure, hope, faith
and love for each other
boosted our courage
and willingness to live
so far away from our
dear families. We were I
adamant to make the
best of it, to adapt as
quickly as possible and start a family as
soon as we settle down.

Our first child was born 15 months after we
arrived here, two months before Bill and |
changed our citizenship from ‘British Sub-
jects Citizens of Malta’ to ‘Australian’, and
one month before we moved into our very
own weather-board cottage, where we still
live today. Within the next eight years our
second daughter and two sons were born.
They are all fantastic and very successful
in their chosen careers, all possessing two
degrees each, two of whom are completing
their Masters degree. One excels in Busi-
ness Management and Computer Analysis,
one in Psychology-Physiology, one in Infor-
mation Technology and Teaching, and the
youngest as a Lawyer and Senior Associ-
ate with a big Law Firm in Melbourne. We
are very proud of each one of them and
their achievements. Three are now mar-
ried. Bill and | are very proud grand-
parents of two beautiful and highly intelli-
gent grand-daughters. We are truly blessed
and very lucky. All our children appreciate
the big move we made 41 years ago.
Three have visited Malta. | have been back
6 times while my parents were alive, and
Bill has been twice. We visited Malta and
toured Europe together in 1999.

Settling in Australia to a new way of life
was never daunting for us. We had never
been on a train or tram before we arrived
here, as they don't exist in Malta. The wide
open spaces, the greenery, mountains,
rivers and valleys, big sandy beaches,
huge parks and highways were all new to
us. We admired the lovely smiling, care-
free faces we saw and the friendly people
we met. We mixed easily as we were both
raised very pro-British, with English tradi-
tions, similar principles and strong family
values. We did not mind being referred to
as ‘New Australians’ and were never called
anything else We did not see ourselves as
different and neither did our children. We
preferred to assimilate with Australians, to
have an Australian identity and be ac-
cepted as such. It did not take us long to
be accepted. Despite all this we are both
very proud of our heritage and upbringing.
Yes there were times when | felt homesick

and lonely in our first year here, when
Bill was at work all day and | was home
alone before our eldest child was born.

Life got busier as time went on and |
got involved on School Councils, Par-
ents Associations and Mothers’ Club,
helping out with school activities and
upgrading my qualifications before |
returned to teaching in 1982. | retired in
2001. Bill worked in Banking for 32
years until he retired in 1998. We both
joined Kiwanis in 2001.

His past hobbies were play-
ing soccer, lawn bowls, swimming, sail-
ing, and going to the cinema. He now
prefers electronics, computer technol-
ogy, watching Australian Rules Foot-
ball, Tennis, British Soccer, Rugby and
Golf, and reading.

Bill's ma-
ternal grandfather was Scottish and his
paternal ancestors came from ltaly,
possibly migrants from Avallon, near
the Yonne River in Burgundy, France. -
---- No wonder we both love wine!

After the thought-provoking workshop
“Visible or Invisible” presented by
Shepparton Clubs at the Newcastle
Convention, Margaret and | were
returning by car through the Riverina.

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Governor Geoff and | have just returned from a trip to Council in
Indianapolis USA. (4, 5, 6th January 2007)

While it was a very interesting trip the highlight of my trip was a
visit to the Riley Children’'s Heart and Trauma Hospital in
Indianapolis. Riley Hospital is set up to treat Heart Trauma
patients from all over America and is number 11 on the list of top
children’s Hospitals in America. This hospital is in the rebuilding
stage and will be even further up this list when completed. It is
very advanced in HEART Operations and ties in well with what
Australian Kiwanians are working towards with HeartKids

It is very heavily sponsored by the local Kiwanis Clubs and
wherever you go in this Hospital there is a sign that tells you that
“this was proudly supplied with donations and help from
the local Kiwanis Clubs in Indianapolis”. Examples of this
are the lifts to the emergency ward, the helipad and a large
brick wall with a plague on each brick to acknowledge the
monetary donations.

At this Hospital they have live in facilities for the families of the
patients with a library, a teaching program for the school age
patients, McDonalds of course and an area that has been
designed and built to look just like a small home. It has all the
furniture and equipment that you would need for everyday life so
that the children feel more comfortable when they are there for
their treatment. It even has a fully equipped kitchen.

As it was a Saturday while we were there, we were unable to go
right through the Hospital and as they have Privacy Laws | was
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not able to take any photos of the children but their facilities for
the children and their families are second to none.

The main purpose of our visit to Riley Hospital was to deliver the
Bears that the partners of the Governors had completed the
previous day at the Build A Bear Workshop.

We had great fun (women and men) building and dressing these
bears for these sick children. We made about 240 bears which
was enough for all the children in the hospital to receive a bear
the following day. While at the Build A Bear Workshop we were
fortunate to be able to meet with a parent and her little girl Riley
(named after the hospital). Riley was born prematurely at about
22 weeks with a very serious heart defect and she weighed in at
one and a half pounds. She has had many operations at Riley
Hospital, the first when she weighed about 2 pounds. Riley is the
smallest baby to be born at the hospital and survive. She is
classed as “Their Little Miracle”. She is now a very energetic 4
year old, although still very small.

In every generation and at the
foundation of an organisation there

appears a person of vision,
persistence, dedication and
commitment. This person has the

ability to motivate, inspire and enthuse
— never for his or her own benefit but
for the good of the wider community.

Such a man is Ken Farmer, the founder
of Kiwanis in South Australia in 1969.

During the time of Ken’s involvement
he was a Charter Member in 1968 of
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the Kiwanis Club of Adelaide, President
1969-70, Lt Governor of Division 3 (South
Australia) 1970-71-72, District of Australia
Governor 1975-76; is a Life Member of
Kiwanis International; was recognised by
Kiwanis for his outstanding service by
presentation of a George F. Hixson medal;
and received the Legion of Honour for 35
years membership. In 1988 Ken had
registered perfect attendance for 19 years.

Ken served on various Kiwanis
International Committees including
Committee on Membership Growth in 1983-
84. At the beginning of Ken's year as
Governor of Australia District there were 25
Clubs, at 30" September 1976 there were
33 clubs in Australia.

The Kiwanis Club of Adelaide, with the
encouragement and assistance of Ken
Farmer, has built 17 other Kiwanis Clubs
since receiving their Charter in 1969,
including Darwin, Whyalla, Glenelg,
Brisbane, Streaky Bay and Wudinna.

Ken was awarded a trophy for the record
number of clubs built in 1 year and a
special trophy awarded by District for the
record number of clubs built in 1 year (11
clubs).

It is not only for new club building that Ken
Farmer is honoured. Since 1969 Ken has
been actively involved, instigated and
managed many projects and fund-raising
ventures to assist the community. For 27
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years, beginning in 1970, the major fund
raising project of our club was an Art
Exhibition. The proceeds from these went
entirely to welfare projects and have
enabled our club to assist many worthy
beneficiaries. In recent years we have
managed and provided volunteer labour
at the Bonython Park Kiosk as our major
fund raising venture.

Prior to the 1987-88 ‘K’ year the Kiwanis
Club of Adelaide had an all male
membership, until the Bylaws were
changed to admit female members. Our
first lady member was inducted in 1990
and (1) Janine Powell was honoured to be
the first Lady President during our 30"
year in 1998-9 and then 1% Lady
Governor of Australia District in 2002-03.

It was during this time that | fully
appreciated the calibre of Ken Farmer as
a wise counsellor, motivator, encourager
and mentor (as he has been for all Office
Bearers). Ken set the standard, took the
long-term  view, ensured continuity,
applauded innovation and challenged.

Ken has continued an active association
with Kiwanis since 1969, now holding
Senior Member status following
retirement to live on the River Murray at
Mannum. He and his wife attend all major
functions.

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Children gathered at Tmor Leste

As one of our club’s major projects, we have been gathering toys, toothpaste, toothbrushes, soaps, clothing, school requisites and
anything else that would be of use for orphans in Timor Leste. We shipped over two loads of toys and clothing during 2006 and a
further load of toys and more clothing was shipped closer to Christmas to give the orphans a Christmas they won't forget.

To date, we have supplied in the vicinity of $15,000 to Timor Leste over the past 24 months.

The

Kiwanis Club of Shepparton
Sunrisers helped raise over $42,000
recently by conducting a bike ride in the
Goulburn Valley. This takes the grand
total over the last 6 years to around
$150,000.

A local cycle shop owner, Trevor Morris
was so thankful for the part the Goulburn
Valley Hospice Care had played during
the final months of his father’s life, that he
felt he wanted to do something to support
Hospice Care.

He came up with the idea of conducting a
bike ride around the Goulburn Valley over
50Kms, 100kms and 200kms. He invited
cyclists to enter by donating their entrance
fee to Hospice Care. He turned to Kiwanis
Sunrisers to supply the personnel to make
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the ride possible.

Sunrisers quickly accepted the
challenge and club members helped
form an organizing committee. The club
provides many officials such as signage
officials, stewards to place signs along
the routes, catering officials to provide
food and drinks during the ride, and also
a meal at the end. Over the past 5 years
the “Fruit Loop Ride” as it is known
has grown in stature with almost 500
riders taking part this year. With some
Kiwanians commencing duties at
6.00am and others working up to 12
hours during the day, it is a big day for
the Sunrisers. This year there were 23
Sunrisers who took part as officials
giving 205 service hours all up. Every
cent raised went to Hospice Care. The
Fruit Loop Ride is one of the most
