A message from the Governor 
�

 About eighteen months ago, I 
was lucky to be able to visit southern 
Vietnam for a two week period. The trip 
was organized by a Vietnam war 
veterans’ group and included stays in 
former Saigon, now called Ho Chi Minh 
City, and in Vung Tau, which was the site 
of the Australian Army logistics base 
during most of the Vietnam war. From 
Vung Tau, I was able to visit a number of 
operational areas in which I had served 
during the war and on one visit I was 
also able to stand within metres of my 
old Engineer unit lines at Nui Dat. It was 
a strange experience given the thirty six 
years that had passed since I was last 
there. 

 The thing that struck me most 
about Vietnam was how much it had 
changed. Gone were the hundreds of 
military vehicles that had plied the roads 
every day of the war. Gone were the 
guard posts and machine guns which 
had been so evident all those years ago. 
Gone were the miles of barbed wire and 
sandbagged walls that encircled military 
bases and government buildings. Gone 

were the narrow roads built by the 
French colonial administrations, replaced 
by highways and freeways that would be 
the envy of many parts of Australia. And 
gone too was the look of chronic anxiety 
on the faces of the adult population. That 
look was understandable in a war torn 
country that Vietnam had once been. 
Now the people of Vietnam have a look 
of friendly determination and satisfaction 
as they take their place in the world, 
hard-working and free. 

 However, something had not 
changed. The children of Vietnam that I 
met during my recent visit were the same 
children that I had come to know during 
the war - confident, alert, curious, 
cheeky, friendly and very caring of their 
younger siblings. But the children that I 
met during the war are now the parents 
and grand-parents of the children of 
today. And life goes on. 

 I had the pleasure of meeting 
several former enemy soldiers, all of 
whom had fought against Australian 
troops. They had an understated respect 
for us, their former enemy, and the 
feeling was mutual. Misty eyes prevailed 
as we awkwardly recalled those terrible 
days of the war. But what was so 
strongly evident in meeting with them 
was their total love for their families. 
They were determined that their children 
and grand-children would receive all the 
support and encouragement they needed 
to take their place in a fast changing 
world.  

 Ours is an organisation that has 
the motto ‘Serving the Children of the 
World’. Each of us does all we can for 
the welfare and support of our own 
children. But we live in a world where 
many children, in our own nation and 
across the world, do not have the benefit 
of caring and supportive parents.  

Let’s all make the difference for just one 
child, be that in our own community or 
elsewhere. Children are our future.

In 2006 one of our longest serving members Bill Haberfield 
managed to coerce a neighbour Bert Kampes into using his 
truck for the pickup of Christmas trees at Kersbrook. Bert was 
pleased to assist and enjoyed the camaraderie of the day and 
mentioned to Bill that if and when he retired he may be 
interested in joining the club. Bill kept this in mind and when 
Bert retired during 2007 Bill followed up the use of the truck for 
2007 and whether Bert was interested in joining our club. 

Bill and his wife Joylene brought Bert and his wife Gay along to 
a couple of meetings and Bert agreed to join. On Monday 
November 26th, Bert was inducted at the joint meeting with the 
Athelstone club, with Lt Governor Division 10 Rex Kennett 
conducting proceedings and District Governor Bill and Ali in 
attendance.

· Is there opportunity for maximum participation by members? ie reading Invocation, Objects, 
speaking parts 

· Do you have opportunity for fun?  

· Does everyone feel they are included? Do they have a niche in a committee or feel part of a 
project? 

· Signage? Visibility? Does the community know when and where you meet? 

· How visible is your club where it meets? Can visitors easily find it?

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 I have been married for 32 
years to Lyn and have four daughters, 
Lisa, Danielle, Alison and Kay.  I have 
four grand-daughters and one grandson 
and an unknown due for arrival in May.   

�� I grew up in Geelong West, dad 
worked for the railways and mum at the 
knitting mills.  I attended Manifold 
Heights State School and West Tech 
and still have an amazing recollection of 
my school days and can still recall 
teacher’s names, other pupils and the 
small day to day events.   

�� In 1972 I realized further 
schooling was not for me and applied for 
the Navy. I was accepted and had to 
wait 6 months to enter the Midshipman’s 
Course. Not being very patient, a mate 
who had joined Victoria Police convinced 
me to give it a go, so I applied and was 
accepted in January. The training was at 
the old St Kilda Road Depot a short 
distance from Victoria Barracks.   

�  The police force at that time 
was still run along semi military lines, far 
from the training today where recruits 
are wrapped in cotton wool, but I 
suppose that is how life is these days. 
Six months of training saw me graduate 
and in July 1972 I commenced duty at 
Russell Street,  three months later 
securing a position at Sunshine. I 
worked in the western suburbs for 5 
years then moved into plain clothes duty 
in the Crime Car Squad at Russell 
Street, which opened up a whole new 
set of experiences as we covered from 
Carlton down to St Kilda, a monster area 
where anything and I mean anything 
could and did happen on a daily basis.   

�� I met Lyn in 1973 and in 1975 
we were married, a couple of years later 
we had two daughters Lisa and Danielle. 
We bought our first house in St Albans 
and both of us juggled work, kids and 
social life. 

�� After a couple of years at the 
squad, I was seconded to the Special 
Operations Group where I ran a team for 
16 months supervising high risk house 
entries, close personal protection and 
security searches. I completed a course 

with the Australian army commandos 
learning how to do small scale raids and 
covert infiltration of selected targets. It 
was one of the most physical and 
demanding courses I have ever done 
and showed just how vulnerable you are 
doing high risk operations. 

 I then moved to the vice squad 
and spent about two years running 
around Melbourne policing illegal 
brothels, prostitution and porno films. It 
was an interesting time and exposed me 
to how depraved and sick some people 
are.  However, it was one of the funniest 
and most interesting times I have had in 
the force.  

�� On promotion to Sergeant I was 
stationed at Fawkner / Broadmeadows 
for a couple of years, then to the Traffic 
Branch. I spent two years at traffic and in 
hindsight should have stayed there at 
Sergeant rank, it really is one of the best 
jobs.  However the next rank loomed on 
the horizon, in 1986 I was promoted to 
Senior Sergeant and spent the next two 
miserable years writing force policy and 
instructions.  In 1988 I gained my first in 
charge position at Cobram where I ran a 
16 hour police station on the border with 
New South Wales. I spent 14 years at 
Cobram where I was first introduced to 
service clubs, joining Apex. I held the 
positions of Secretary and President and 
was involved in 4 Peaches ’n Cream 
Festivals which was the main source of 
income for the club.  

�� Our time at Cobram saw the 
birth of our second set of daughters, 
Alison and Kay, 14 years after the first. I 
spent about six years in Apex and after 
reaching the prime old age of 40 had to 
leave. I was then asked to join Kiwanis 
and was soon to find out why, at the 
second meeting the president came up 
to me and said, “You have been a 
Secretary, our secretary has just 
resigned, congratulations you have the 
job.”  My 6 years in Cobram Kiwanis was 
very enjoyable, I made some great 
friends although some of them didn’t 
think so when I organised “another” 
wood cut in the bush. I think we cut, 
stacked and transported about 400 ton of 
wood which was sold at great profit with 

the monies supporting some great local 
charities. It was while I was at Cobram 
where I met Ted Kitto who “volunteered” 
me for Lt Governor, a post I held for two 
years.  I still remember arriving at the 
Divisional meeting late and being 
greeted at the door by Ted who said, 
“Congratulations Les, we just voted you 
in as the next Lt Governor”  In spite of 
this, Ted still remains one of my great 
friends and I learnt a great deal about 
Kiwanis through his experience and 
mentoring.

Nearly twice as many children die each year from congenital heart disease 
compared with all childhood cancers combined. 

Heart disease is the most common reason for admission of Australian children to intensive care units with more than 1300 being 
admitted each year. 

Up to 20% of heart defects are gene-linked abnormalities, but for the remaining 80% the cause is largely unknown. 

700 heart operations, 5,000 echocardiograms and 500 cardiac catheter procedures are performed annually at the Royal 
Children’s Hospital in Melbourne alone. This is where the only paediatric transplant unit is in Australia.

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The distribution of Kiwanis Clubs in 
Australia relates generally to the 
‘boomerang coastal plain’ where the 
major cities and regional centres are 
located. This stretches from Brisbane 
to Adelaide. Concentrations are in the 
Melbourne and Adelaide suburbs. 

The anomalies to this spatial pattern 
are firstly, that only one club exists in 
Sydney where the largest population is 
found, and secondly a strong cluster in  
Division 7- rural Victoria and Southern 
New South Wales. Division 7 has the 
highest number of members with 9 
clubs and a total of 190 Kiwanians. 

Five clubs were successful in 
increasing their membership by a total 
of 5 or more last year: Geelong, 
Rostrevor-Cambelltown, Barossa, 
Shepparton Sunrisers and Bendigo. 
With the exception of Bendigo, these 
clubs were already the four largest in 
Australia and they therefore continue 
to prosper. They must have a good 
recipe!

However, “like all such drives, it cost more 
than expected.  In 1990, the estimated price 
tag was $75 million – a bargain compared 
with, for example, the fight against polio, 
which has consumed about $4 billion.  Since 
then, according to David P. Haxton, the iodine 
council’s executive director, about $160 
million has been spent, including $80 million 
from Kiwanis and $15 million from the Gates 
Foundation, along with unknown amounts 
spent on new equipment by salt companies.” 

Every Kiwanian can be proud of the fact 
that Kiwanis has provided half of the 
worldwide funding for the campaign 
against IDD. 

The article also explained why eliminating IDD 
has been so difficult.  In many developing 
areas, health authorities have to overcome 
widespread suspicion of iodization. 

“In some nations, iodization becomes tarred 
as a government plot to poison an essential of 
life – salt experts compare it to the furious 
opposition by 1950s conservatives to 
fluoridation of American water. 

On December 16, 
2006, a New York 
T i m e s  h e a d l i n e 
informed readers, “In 
raising the world’s IQ, 
the secret’s in the 
salt.”  In an extensive 
report from Central 
Asia, reporter Donald 
G. McNeil Jr. reviewed 

the progress made in eliminating iodine 
deficiency disorders and noted that Kiwanis 
International has played an important part in 
the worldwide campaign. 

“The 1990 World Summit for Children called 
for the elimination of iodine deficiency by 
2000,” he noted, and the subsequent effort 
has been led by the International Council for 
Control of Iodine Deficiency Disorders “along 
with UNICEF, the World Health Organization, 
Kiwanis International, the World Bank, and 
the foreign aid agencies of Canada, 
Australia, the Netherlands, the United States 
and others.  Largely out of the public eye, 
they made terrific progress: 25 percent of the 
world’s households consumed iodized salt in 
1990. Now, about 66 percent do.” 

“In others, civil libertarians demand a right to 
choose plain salt, with the result that the 
iodized kind rarely reaches the poor. Small salt 
makers who fear extra expense often lobby 
against it.  So do makers of iodine pills who 
fear losing their market. 

“Rumors inevitably swirl: iodine has been 
blamed for AIDS, diabetes, seizures, impotence 
and peevishness. Iodized salt, according to 
different national rumor mills, will make pickled 
vegetables explode, ruin caviar or soften hard 
cheese.” 

Many Kiwanis IDD grants have been used to 
fund public education programs to convince 
parents that iodized salt is safe and vital to their 
children’s mental and physical development. 

As part of its $37 million endowment campaign, 
the Kiwanis International Foundation plans to 
raise $1.5 million to help sustain the IDD 
program and ensure that our extraordinary 
investment is protected through close 
monitoring and preventative measures with 
UNICEF and other worldwide partners.
