A new Kiwanis year has just started and 
I look forward with excitement and 
enthusiasm to the twelve months ahead 
of us.  

It’s interesting to reflect on some of the 
changes Kiwanis and society have 
undergone over the years. I recall as 
Charter President of The Adelaide Hills 
Club in 1990, we were sponsored as an 
all male club even though female 
members had been invited to join 
Kiwanis three years before. Our 
sponsoring club had not overcome that 
‘all male’ club tradition. I also recollect 
that the many clubs which attended our 
charter dinner each brought a gift of their 
club bannerette. We don’t see those 
bannerettes any more in most clubs. In 
those days too, we had a new major 
emphasis program (MEP) each year, 
highlighting some aspect of community 
service. In those days we used to 
prepare our newsletters on a typewriter 
and had them photocopied at the local 
printing firm. And around that time, we 
had about 1700 members in the 
Australia District. 

Some of the changes are for the better. 
Who could deny that we are a far more 
diversified and representative 
organisation for having female 
members? Somehow I don’t miss the 
bannerettes, although they always 
instilled a kind of ‘esprit de corps’ at club 
meetings. Our International Board’s 
decision to make ‘Young Children: 
Priority One’ our permanent major 
emphasis program has given us the 

opportunity to make a real difference for 
children, year in and year out. Our motto 
changed from ‘We Build’ to ‘Serving The 
Children Of The World’ and I believe it to 
be one of the best decisions Kiwanis 
International has made. It gives us a 
single focus and we will become the 
leading global organisation concerned 
with children’s health, education, welfare, 
opportunity and leadership training. And 
we tossed out the old typewriter for 
computers and now we can prepare 
professional newsletters with a few key 
strokes while accessing information from 
anywhere in the world in seconds.   

But somehow we have lost over 700 
members without replacing them. That is 
one change for the worse and I was 
almost one of those lost members. My 
club had some glorious early years, 
doing a wide variety of meaningful 
projects in the local community. It 
sponsored Australia’s first Aktion Club 
and helped sponsor and support a new 
Kiwanis Club at Murray Bridge.  

Club meetings were generally well run 
with a variety of interesting guest 
speakers and members also participated 
in most District and Divisional events.  
Some years later, somehow, things 
started to slip and we got down to a core 
group of about six members regularly 
attending meetings and participating in 
projects. I was seriously contemplating 
quitting myself and the only thing that 
stopped me was a commitment my club 
had made to support the local Aktion 
Club. Its members needed our ongoing 
assistance and I for one was not going to 
let them down. The remaining members 
made the decision to grow and The 
Adelaide Hills club has for some years 
now been a model Kiwanis club. It thrives 
today and I’m proud to have been a 
member. I’m proud too that six years ago 
it sponsored the first K-Kids Club in the 
District. It also supports Terrific Kids 
programs in four local schools. 

My former club survived and thrived 
because it made a decision to do just 
that. It also made the commitment to 
continue serving children and Aktion 
Club members in meaningful ways. As a 
District, we also have to make the same  
decision to thrive and that means 
supporting the clubs in the District in 
meaningful ways. The District Board of 
Trustees this year will be setting in place 
the strategies to do just that and this will 
mean changes in the way we do things. 
The Board will be more focused on 
future planning, it will make better use of 
available technology so that we can be 
more effective and also reduce costs. 
And for the first time, District will take the 
responsibility for building new Kiwanis 
clubs. I ask you to support the New Club 
Building teams with a bit of your time 
when you are asked to help. 

Let’s make this a year to celebrate. Have 
fun, enjoy the fellowship of other club 
members and let’s truly serve the 
children of this world. They are our 
future.  

One CAN make a difference. Decide 
that the ONE is YOU.

 I was born in a Burrow (Burra, 
SA) so I can wiggle my nose and ears 
like a rabbit – very handy for entertaining 
the grandchildren! – on 4th April 1938. My 
Father was the Manager of the Savings 
Bank of S.A. at Burra. After 6 months we 
moved to Fullarton when he was at the 
Rose Park Branch. During the war we 
had a dug-out in the back yard that was 
fun to play in.  

 We moved to Glenelg (who I 
still support!) and then to Cowandilla 
where I attended Primary School. We 
then moved to Eudunda where I 
attended the new Area School, then to 
Kapunda High School, Booleroo Centre 
High School when Dad was at Orroroo, 
and then attended Adelaide Boys High 
School. I won the Senior Cup for 
Athletics at Booleroo and won the 100 
yards at the interschool sports. In 
Eudunda I joined the Boy Scouts and 
attended the 1952/53 Jamboroo at 
Greystanes near Sydney and the 
1955/56 Jamboree at Clifford Park near 
Melbourne.  

 �I attended the University of 
Adelaide for 3 years where I came into 
contact with Janine Powell when getting 
a trophy for winning the Winter Pennant 
Tennis Doubles Championship and ‘Best 
Club Man’ in the Athletics Team. I then 
moved to Canberra to work at the 
National Biological Standards Laboratory 
testing antibiotics and injectable 
materials. I was promoted to a position in 
the Office of the Australian Government 
Ac tua ry  and  L i f e  Insu rance 
Commissioner where I did actuarial 
calculations for the Commonwealth and 
Defence Forces Superannuation Funds. I 
transferred into Life Insurance, obtaining 
my A.A.I.I., and monitored 43 Life 
Insurance Companies. My next move 
was into the new Office of the Insurance 
Commission where I developed 
proformas for Insurance and Brokers 
reporting and monitoring. I met Ellen at 
Gorman House Hostel, where we staying 
at the time, and we married in 1962. Our 
4 children were all born at the old 
Canberra Hospital (Now demolished) – 
Kerelle, Catherine, Brenton and Andrew.  

 I n  1 9 7 4  I 
completed my B.A. in 
Account ing  at  the 
University of Canberra 
and moved to Adelaide to 
support my Mother, who 
had been widowed in 
1956, and bought a house 

in Rostrevor.  

I joined the State Government and 
worked in the Hospitals Department at 
the time of the introduction of Medibank, 
the Woods and Forests Department 
where we introduced commercial 
accounting systems, State Supply where 
we implemented a computerised Supply 
System across Government, Fisheries, 
SACON, and then back to the Health 
Department where I took a redundancy 
package at the age of 56. After 3 months 
of holidays, when Ellen was still working, 
I started working again, first in the private 
sector and then at the Department of 
Transport as a contractor in 1999 when 
the new tax system (GST) was 
introduced. I got a job at the QEH 
implementing the GST into QEH, Lyell 
McEwin Hospital and all the associated 
health units. I then moved to Transport 
and took another package at age 66.  

 After the girls were married we 
sold our house and moved into rented 
premises at Beaumont while we built a 
new house at Dernancourt. During this 
time, Ellen worked with the daughter of 
Graham Poulton. Graham was looking for 
someone to help him in his chicken shop 
at Burnside and our son Andrew started 
work there after school and at weekends. 
Graham was living in Dernancourt and 
was a member of the Kiwanis Club of 
Tea Tree Gully, so you can guess the 
rest! I joined in 1987 and after stints as 
Treasurer and Gazette Editor (our 
Gazette won the award that year) I was 
Distinguished President in 1998/99 and 
again in 1999/2000.  

 In 2001/2002, David Allen was 
Lt. Governor of Division 10 and I was his 
Secretary. Dave was Secretary for me in 
2002/2003 when I was Distinguished Lt. 
Governor. In 2005/2006 I was Vice 
President of my Club again when we had 
no one offering to take on the reins. I am 
just completing my 3rd year as President 
in 2006/2007. 

 I have attended 10 Conventions, 
missing only the Newcastle one as we 
had just been there 4 weeks before and I 

had started a new job. These are a great 
way to meet Kiwanians from all Divisions 
and to form lifelong friendships. A few 
years ago I heard that Bill van Diemen 
was intending to nominate for Governor 
at some time. I contacted Bill and offered 
to be his Treasurer when he was elected.  

 �In 1985 I became a 
Freemason. This has provided me with 
considerable personal development and 
experience to be able to express myself 
with confidence. I am currently in 6 
Orders, being Grand Treasurer, Grand 
Secretary, District Recorder, Vice-
President and a Past President in 2 
others. I was President of my Craft 
Lodge in 1991/92, President in another 
Order in 1996/97 before becoming Vice 
President in Kiwanis, and President of a 
third Order when I was President in 
Kiwanis in 1998/99. The ‘Grand Ranks’ 
that I now hold have all occurred in the 
last year or so, these things just happen 
that way sometimes. These will finish 
about the end of 2008.  

 We have moved three times 
since Dernancourt – first to Banksia 
Park, then to Modbury Heights and now 
to Wynn Vale where we hope to stay 
until a nursing home becomes 
necessary! We help with the 10 
Grandchildren – 7 boys and 3 girls -and 
any other support we can give to our 
families. Ellen and I have been happily 
married for over 45 years and she has 
given me tremendous support in all my 
activities. We are looking forward to 
retirement (yes, I have been working 
since 3 July 2006, again!!) towards the 
end of 2008 and plan on another 
overseas trip before finishing in Hong 
Kong where our Nephew is getting 
married. 

 Kiwanis has and still is 
stimulating me in terms of community 
service work and it is great that we all 
pitch in together to change the world one 
child and one community at a time. See 
you all at Convention 2008 in Adelaide 
where we will “Paint the Town Red!!”

KIWANIS IS ASSISTING A CRITICAL PART OF CHILD HEALT H IN AUSTRALIA 

Over the last two years Kiwanis Australia through K iwanis Clubs has donated $90,000 for HeartKids Rese arch. Part of this has been 
used in financing research into a data base of the who, where and what heart defects/conditions in chi ldren, are out there in Australia.  

A few stats : Heart defects are present in 1 in 100  babies and are the most common birth abnormality. Heart disease is the primary 
cause of childhood death in children under 1 year o f age and the leading cause of child death in Austr alia accounting for more than 30% 

of all child deaths—nearly twice as many than for a ll childhood cancers combined. 

HeartKids Australia consists of five state HeartKids organisations—NSW, SA, Qld, Vic & WA. These are each established state charities that 
support families who have a child born with a heart condition or who acquire a heart condition during childhood. They offer a 

diverse program, fund needs in cardiology services at designated children’s hospitals and financially assist research into 
childhood heart disease. HeartKids Australia was born out of these State organisations with the united vision to  provide uniform, 
accurate educational material to families, offer diverse and consistent support service that meets the needs of all ages, genders, 

nationalities, religions and cultural diversity, raise awareness about childhood disease so that families know how to access 
services and the community are better informed and encourage and support research in the field of childhood heart disease.
